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Additional Cost Share BMPs


In addition to the cost shares provided for Precision Ag, EKCD provided cost share for water quality Best Management Practices.  One of these was a livestock and vehicle bridge across Rock Creek, which is on the 303(d) list.   Prior to construction, livestock had free access to the creek and the landowner had to drive through it to reach his home.  Now the cattle are fenced out along more than a mile of the creek and cross only on the bridge.  Cost share was


provided for the livestock portion

A new cost share policy was developed that 


provides funding for five precision ag practices.  


These include Auto Steer, Swath (boom) Manage-


ment, Rate Control, Electro-Magnetic Conductivity


and Yield Mapping.  This highly successful cost 


share program provides funds on a per acre basis to


producers for the use of any of the covered practices, whether they purchase the equipment themselves or hire a custom operator.  This new equipment saves a tremendous amount of money for the farm operator.  By not overlapping and wasting fuel, chemical or fertilizer, less chemical is applied, fuel usage is cut and less unnecessary chemical and fertilizer makes it into the soil profile.  This equipment allows producers to work their fields in windy situations where dust may be a factor, and in some cases work the field the longest direction, which saves fuel and time.

Tree Planting Field Day


Tree planting day continues to be one of the highlights of the year for Eastern Klickitat Conservation District.  Each year EKCD hosts 2nd grade and 5th grade students to a day of planting trees.  Prior to the field day EKCD staff spends time in class teaching students about trees, their importance in the ecosystem and how to plant them. Each year the District holds a tree and shrub sale that makes native trees and shrubs, as well as ornamentals, available to the public.  As part of that program the District supplies up to 1000 Ponderosa Pine trees for the students to plant and pays for school buses so they can take the field trip to the planting site.
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EKCD has a new Department of Ecology Water Quality grant that requires additional water quality monitoring on the streams in the District.  Most of the streams are on the state 303(d) list for temperature and require several years of study and monitoring as well as implementation of Best Management Practices. EKCD hopes to establish baseline data for future reference.
